�(2 hours drive North of Windhoek - B1).  A 20 min. gravel road 
through our private, Nature Reserve - is part of the experience.

•  Track rehabilitated Cheetah or Spotted Hyaena or Wild Dog on foot.  
•  Unguided walking trails / Bushman trail / birding trails on request.
